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Alcohol & Drug Related Incidents
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This chart reflects the numbers of alcohol and drug related incidents over the last 5
academic years, resulting in sanctions of Under the Influence and Marijuana 101
(online programs), as well as Fredonia CARES.

Fredonia CARES is a Counseling Center initiative designed to address alcohol and
other drug (AOD) concerns on our campus. The program responds to the individual
needs of students who have been charged with a second violation of the Fredonia
Alcohol and Drug Policy. Additionally, students who believe they might benefit from
examining their substance use may take part in the program. Students will participate in
a private and confidential consultation regarding their substance use and will
participate in individual follow-up sessions that focus on self-assessment to help better
understand the risks and impacts substance use plays in one's life. The program respects
an individuals' values and personal choices regarding substance use, while recognizing
that with new information, time to process it, and support for change, most people
benefit from considering behavior change and exploring new beliefs. *From the
Counseling Center website.




Number of Hearings
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This chart represents the number of individual students who opted to
have their case hear by a hearing board, either an administrative hearing
or a judicial board hearing. An administrative hearing is a 3-member
panel of faculty and staff board members. A judicial board hearing is a
5-member panel of faculty, staff, and student board members. The
board has over 40 members from all over campus, trained and ready to

serve when needed.




Number of Incident Report
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This chart captures the comprehensive number of incident reports that
were input into Conduct Coordinator over a calendar year (not
academic year), our software program that houses all incident reports.
These incidents include issues occurring on campus, in residence halls,
academic integrity issues, as well as incidents reported by University
Police, Fredonia Police, and other local agencies.
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Individual Student Meetings
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This chart represents the number of student meetings that the director
met with individually over the past 5 years. These meetings included
conduct meetings from on campus incidents, residence hall incidents,
and off campus incidents. Additionally, these numbers include
meetings with complainants, witnesses, and members of student groups,
including student leaders of Greek organizations and other clubs.




Conduct Charges
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The above chart represents the number of students brought up on
conduct charges, as well as students named in residence hall incident
reports. The orange numbers also overlap with students named in police
reports.
